POLICY:

Section 1109.2.1 was not deleted or modified when the City of Austin adopted the 2015 IBC. Texas
Accessibility Standards (TAS) do not include the current provision for Assisted-Use toilets, but instead refer to
requirements in model building codes. For these reasons, the City of Austin will enforce 2015 IBC Section
1109.2.1 for all projects subject to the provisions of the code.
