* The Oertli family owned and operated dairy farms
from 1923-2001.

e The Oertli Dairy was Travis County’s last dairy 4
farm, closing its doors in 2001. — + I

* A 6-acre portion of the Oertli Family property was
dedicated to parkland in 2013.

* Due to its size and adjacency to residential
housing, Oertli Park is designated as a
Neighborhood Park.

* Neighborhood parks do not typically include parking lots, unless property connects to high-use
trails. Due to shape and street access, a parking lot is not included in this concept plan.

« A 2009 Zoning Ordinance restricts outdoor sport complexes and prohibits sport courts,
including but not limited to tennis and basketball courts. PARD may consider initiating an
amendment process if there is extraordinary support for it from the community. (This can be over a
year long process)
