adopted Park Concept Plan

• Once a year to neighborhood, 
school or pocket parks only

• Spring Application date
• Grand Meadow Neighborhood

Survey Results - Dog Park

Survey Results - Parking Lot
On a scale from 1 to 5, how important is it to you to have designated parking 
at Grand Meadow Park?

Because of the added project cost and negative impact of the impervious 
cover, a parking lot will not be included in the final design. Ample street 
parking is available around the park.



Survey Results - Lighting
On a scale from 1 to 5, how important is it to you to have designated parking 
at Grand Meadow Park?

Lighting was surveyed as very important to a majority of respondents and will 
be included in the final concept. Other gathering areas such as the pavilions 
will be lit to promote safety.

Many written responses emphasized 
the desire to keep the natural feel of 
Grand Meadow and to preserve the 
existing wildflower meadows

86% of respondents would like to see 
a pavilion in the park 

72% chose shade as a top priority for 
the park (Survey #2)
