BE IT ORDAINED BY THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF AUSTIN: 5

PART 1.  City Code Section 25-2-531 (Height Limit Exceptions) is amended to add a 7 
new Subsection (G) to read: 8 

(G) A fly tower located within a performing arts theater, and used for moving set 9 
pieces, lights, microphones and other equipment on and off stage, may 10 
exceed the zoning district height limit by up to 33 percent if approved as a 11 
conditional use.  The Land Use Commission may approve a fly tower as a 12 
conditional use within a central business district (CBD), downtown mixed 13 
use (DMU), commercial services (CS), and commercial – liquor sales (CS-14 
1) base zoning district.  A fly tower approved administratively may not 15 
exceed the zoning district height limit. 16
