A request was received to permit Waller Creek Eleven, Ltd. the limited right to the long-term encroachment of
private structures into approximately 6,130 square feet of right-of-way along Sabine Street and East Cesar Chavez
Street, adjacent to Lots 1-8, Block 11, Original City of Austin (at 101 Red River Street).

The requested encroachment area will be used by the applicant to construct, operate, and maintain certain permanent
improvements in and under the public right-of-way, constituting the installation of a subsurface parking garage as part
of the construction of the Fairmont Austin Hotel, in accordance with City of Austin Site Plan SP-2012-0333C. This
request has been reviewed by the appropriate Public Works Department staff and has been approved by the Public
Works Director.

The appraised value of this right-of-way encroachment is $458,600.
