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IMPACT ON SCHOOLS

Currently all of our elementary schools are at or very near capacity, so any additional housing units will have an 4
educational impact on the district. We will review attendance boundaries next spring and it may become

necessary to zone some neighborhoods in that area away from nearby schools to those on the outer edge of the
district. Developers need to be aware of this so that they do not give out incorrect or misleading infarmation to
patential tenants. Our extra capacity at our middle school and High school has been covered by the use of

portable classrooms. This information is all based on current facilities.

TRANSPORTATION IMPACT

Students within this development would attend Hillcrest Elementary, Creedmoor Elementary, Ojeda Middle
School, and Del Valle High School at this time. They would all qualify for Transportation. This would cause a
major impact on transportation; several new routes would be needed to transport and thus several new busses
will have to be purchased. Another area of impact would be the road infrastructure; narrow twa lane roads to
this development would become a hazard as the project finished out.
