The Downtown Commission supports the Ordinance as adopted on first reading, with
these changes:

e Include a notification process
e Require the applicant provide a sound and light mitigation plan

e Change Part 1 (A) of ordinance to replace “extraordinary circumstances” with
“special circumstances”

¢ Include a provision for the Planning Director to establish rules for “special
circumstances” to extend overnight pours to 6:00am, such as limiting the number
of permits per project over a period of time or restricting the days it is valid,
including an appeal process, and a grandfathering clause. The requirement for a
sound and light mitigation plan will not be grandfathered.
