To add a new item to an advisory group’s agenda, have two advisory group
members support it

Standard City of Austin discussion agreements:

Open-mindedness: Listen to and respect all points of view

Acceptance: Suspend judgment as best you can

Curiosity: Seek to understand rather than persuade

Discovery: Question old assumptions, look for new insights

Sincerity: Speak for yourself about what has personal heart and meaning
Brevity: Go for honesty and depth but don’t go on and on
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
