ANALYSIS / ADDITIONAL INFORMATION: Funding for remaining pay periods of FY 2016-17 is available in the fund balance
of the Mobilty Fund. Starting in FY 2017-18, four of the seven positions will charge a portion of their costs to projects
within the 2016 Mobility Bond Program, one position will be covered through additional Right-of-Way fees, and two
positions will be covered by the Transportation User Fee. Funding for future years is contigent upon future budgets.
Additionally, an annual 4% increase in personnel, commodity and contractual cost drivers is also projected.
