The TXDOT Utility Relocation Mopac 42 Inch Water Transmission Main Project upgraded and moved an existing 
line to accommodate the TXDOT tollway project in central Austin. 
 
The project required the acquisition of approximate 0.007-acre (316 square feet) of land for a permanent water line 
easement, 0.007-acre (288 square feet) of land for a nine month temporary working space easement and 0.374-acre 
(16,272 square feet) of land for a nine month temporary access easement, being out of and a part of Lot 1, Block “A” 
Westminster Manor, a subdivision recorded in document No. 200600340, Travis County, Texas. 
 
An independent third party appraisal was conducted. The owners have agreed to accept compensation for the 
necessary permanent water line easement, temporary working space easement and temporary access easement in the 
amount of $63,658.
