Additional Backup Information:

Under the Texas Impact Fee Act (Local Government Code, Chapter 395), the City is required to
update its Impact Fee Land Use Assumptions, the Impact Fee Capital Improvement Plan (CIP),
and Maximum Allowable Water and Wastewater Impact (capital recovery) Fees every five years
and to conduct a public hearing on each update prior to its adoption. This update contains the
calculation of the maximum allowable water and wastewater impact (capital recovery) fees,
amends the water and wastewater impact fee service area, and recommends water and
wastewater impact fees to be charged by the City.
