RESQLUZIION
1., WHEREAS, The City Council of the City of Austin, pursuent to the
terms of Section 31 of the Zoning Ordinence of the City of Austin, has refer-
red to the Zoning Board of Adjustment for its consideration a petition of
Mrs. ELLA WOOTEN requesting a change in the Use Designation of the following
property:
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(a) All of Outlot No. U6 in the City of Austin, bounded on
the north by West 25th Street, on the east by an alley
between 2Uth and 25th Streets, on the south by West 2hth
Street, and on the west by San Gabriel Sitreet, with the
exception of the southwest corner of said outlot, which
is now zoned as a "C" Commercial District, and that por-
tion which is now zoned as a "B" Residence District,

from an "A" Residence District to "B¥ Residence District, and from First Height
and Area District to Second Height and Area Districty and

{p) To extend the present portion zoned as a "C" Commercisl Dis-
trict ten. £t. (10') to the north to provide a frontage bf
o1& Hundred ft. (100') on San Gabriel Street, and having
a frontage of one hundred fifty ft. (150') on West 2Wth
Street,

as a "C* Commercial District and Second Height and Area District; and

2. VWHEREAS, the Board held a hearing on this application on Ngvember
13. 19h5. at which a representative of the applicant appeared together with
a prospeciive purchaser of this tract who averred that he desired to develop
this property into a high class apartment house district to serve the housing
needs of the University of Texes and, further, that he would provide housing
facilities for families with children on the first floor with two bedroom
apartments and for families wlthout children on the upper floors, and that
after surveying a large area surrounding the University, there was little un-
developed property available for a larger type of apartment developments; and

3, WHEREAS, at the hearing no objections were filed to this change
and approval was expressed by certaln other property owners; and

4, WHEREAS, the land requested to be changed consists of a present
undeveloped area butting on the east on an existing "BY Residence Digtrict
fronting on Hio Grande Street, on the south on a "B" Residence District front-
ing on 24th Street, and separated from "A' Residence Districts on the north
and west by 25th and San Gabriel Streets, and the Zoning Maps of the City of
Austin show that all the property to the south of this extending to 19th street
and east to Guadelupe street and as far as Leon street on West 2Mth street,
are now zoned as "B" Residence and "C" Commercisl Districts; and

5. WHEREAS, other residents in the block between San Gabriel Street
end Rio Grande Street, of which this Outlot is a part, also desire this chenge
in Use Designation for the purpose of building apartments, the Board deems
this change is desirable and should be made in view of the lack of avallable
land near the University for development for apartments and housing and that
the extension of the "B" Residence Zone is pressing due to the extreme housing
shortage existing in the City of Austin at this time, and that relief should
be given wherever it is feasible and sound and not contrary to a comprehensive
zoning plani therefore,

BE IT RESOLVED BY THE BOARD OF ADJUSTMENT:

THAT, the Use Classification of the property requested by the appli-
cant, including the remainder of the dblock between San Gabriel Street,andd
Rioc Grande Street, between 2Uth end 25th streets, now zoned as. "A' Residence
Digtrict, be recommended to the City Council toc be changed from an "A" Resi-
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dence Distriet to a "B" Residence District, and from a First Height and Ares
District to a Second Helght and Area Distriet, and that the City Council be
urged t¢ include all of the property above mentioned when calling for a hear-
ing on this Amendment to the Zoning Ordinance in order that all of the proper-
ty owners have an opportunlty to be hesrd and express themselves,

WHEREAS, the City Council of the City of Austin, pursuant to the terms
of Section 31 of the Zoning Ordinance of the City of Austin, has referred to
the Zoning Board of Adjustment for its consideration a petition of TOM YUGOEYJ
requesting & change 15 the Use Deslignation of the following property:

The Lot located on the sputhwest corner of the intersection of
12th Street and Red River Street,

from "CY Commercial District to "C-1" Commercial District; and

WHEREAS, the Board held the hearbmg on this application at a meeting
on November 13, 1945, at which the applicant sppeared and averred that he
was erecting a modern building in which to conduct a first class Chinese
Cafe, and that he desired to sell beer and wine in connection with the meals
to be served in his Cafe, the serving of the beer and wine to be incidental
to the service of the meals, and only with meals, and not as & primary busi-
ness; and
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WHEREAS, attached to the original application were twelve copies of
the seme bearing signed statements by various property owners on Red River
Street adjacent to and in the immediate neighborhood of this property, each
. one offering no objections and approving the proposed sale of beer and wine
in connection with this restaunrant; and

WHEREAS, this aspplication was for the change of the zoning classifica-
tion of one lot only which would constitute a spot zone, the Boa d carefully
considered the character of all the remainder of the property on Red River
Street between 1l1th Street and 12th Street and finde that this is now almost
entirely developed for Commercial Uses with the Waller Creek running through
part of it and, therefore, that, if any change is made, it should include all
of the property on both sides of Red River Street between 11th and 12th
Streets so as to prevent creating a monopoly to one indlvidual, and to ex
tend the same privilege to the other property owners in this block who have
approved the selling of beer and wine in this area; therefore,

BE IT RESOLVED BY THE BOARD OF ADJUSTMENT:

THAT, 1t be and is hereby recommended to the City Council that all of
the property on both sides of Red River Street between 1lth and 12th Streets
be changed from "C" Commercial Distriet to "C-1" Commercisl District.
