Adreon Henry 
Working primarily with industrial-grade vinyl and silk screening techniques, Austin based artist Adreon Henry uses a variety of non-traditional materials to achieve his  “drip, strip, and slick painting” aesthetic. Interested in the implications of technology, mass production, and modern culture, Henry’s work often appears machine made or digitally rendered, although it is constructed entirely by hand. Sticky Situation (2016) is a woven vinyl serigraph, digitally scanned and reproduced for exhibition purposes. 

Henry has exhibited his work extensively throughout Texas and abroad, and has worked artistically with Volcom Entertainment, Barneys COOP, the Serié Print Project, and the David Lynch Foundation.

Dan Lam
