Once an item is proposed, an item can move to 
Council Agenda through three primary avenues. 

        City Commissions 
        Hearing Option 

City Staff 

Four Councilmembers  
 may place item directly on 

agenda if an emergency, if the 
Committee fails to take action, or 

other reason 

City Manager Review 

Items are assigned to appropriate 
Council Committees within 1 week or as 

soon as practicable 

Council Committee Addresses 
Items 

City Manager, 
in consultation with the Mayor, 

Develops Agenda, noting Committee 
and non Committee items 

City Council Meeting 

Hold for further review or 
decline to take action 

Recommend action to Council 
Send to Council w/o action 

Council takes 
action 

Council may refer to or send 
back items to Committees
