ENTRANCE EXAMINATION ELIGIBILITY REQUIREMENTS:  
To take the entrance examination for the position of EMS Medic I - Field, each applicant must:
A.	Make a proper and timely application, including all required eligibility verification documentation, on a form provided by the Department;
B.	Be at least eighteen (18) years of age;
C.	Be able to read and write English;
D.	Have a High School Diploma or GED;
E.	Have a Texas Class “C” Driver’s License, or equivalent;
F.	Have a current Texas Department of State Health Services certification as an Emergency Medical Technician, Emergency Medical Technician–Intermediate, Emergency Medical Technician-Paramedic or Licensed Paramedic; or be eligible for Texas Department of State Health Services out of state reciprocity at one of the four listed certification/license levels, at time of application.

ENTRANCE EXAMINATION:  
The Entrance Examination is a written, competitive examination based on the applicant’s general knowledge and aptitude and which shall inquire into the applicant’s general education and mental ability.  Each applicant’s grade on the written examination is based on a maximum of 100% and is determined entirely by the correctness of the applicant’s answers to the questions. The minimum passing grade on the examination is 70 percent.  Applicants who qualify to move forward in the process will be notified by the Austin-Travis County Emergency Medical Services Department.

EFFECTIVE PERIOD OF EMS MEDIC 1 – FIELD ELIGIBILITY LIST: 
The eligibility list created as a result of this Entrance Examination shall be in effect for a period of twelve (12) months from the date of posting, unless the names of all applicants on this list have been exhausted before that expiration date.
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
