Younger gay and bisexual men (ages 13–29) are at particular risk. In 2009, this group accounted for 27% of all new HIV infections and 44% of infections among all gay and bisexual men, a share that was even higher among Blacks (60%).





Teens and young adults under the age of 30 continue to be at risk. 





 


Those between the ages of 13 and 29 accounting for 39% of new HIV infections in 2009, the largest share of any age group.4 most young people are infected sexually.





• Among young people, minorities have been particularly affected. Black teens represented 70% of new AIDS diagnoses among 13–19 year-olds in 2010; Latino teens represented 19%.








Blacks also have the highest rates of new HIV infections and new AIDS diagnoses of any racial/ethnic group. The rate of new AIDS diagnoses per 100,000 for Blacks in 2010 was about 10 times that of whites. The rate of new HIV infections was nearly 8 times greater among Blacks than among whites in 2009.
