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SUPPLIES

Students must bring their own supplies. No spray fixatives or
other aerosol chemicals are allowed in the building.

Other supplies may be added as the course progresses, as
suggested by the instructor.

Please keep your receipts in case the class is cancelled or
to return unused supplies.

SUPPLIES FIRST DAY OF CLASS

Acrylic colors: Liquitex or Golden brands, Titanium white, Ivory
Black, Ultramarine blue, Cerulean blue, Cadmium Red Hue,
Alizarin Crimson, Cadmium Yellow Medium (more orange) and
Lemon or Primary Yellow.

1-9x12 or larger disposable palette pad or plastic palette (not
wood) for acrylic colors and color mixing. Palettes with wells are
not great for mixing and will frustrate you!

Paper towels or old tee shirt rags

A 12 x 16" pad of canvas paper

Water container — yogurt cup or plastic to-go tub works great.
Aruler — 12" is manageable, 15” is better!

A mechanical pencil

A trowel (bent neck) palette knife that is diamond shaped that
comes to a tip, 2-3” long with some flexibility at the tip

Soft Synthetic Brushes, Brands ProBrush, Princeton or Ebony
Splendor are good — 1 of each- size 4, 6, 8 & 10 flat brushes.
Long or short handle is up to student. *One of them should be
1/2”" wide flat for color charts.* Sizes of brushes vary
manufacturer to manufacturer, don’t worry much about it.

OPTIONAL & SUGGESTED SUPPLIES

Painter’s tape or masking tape for fixing canvas to easel for still-
life.

If you wish to study your own paper color swatches, bring
scissors, different solid colored cloths such as cloth napkins or
pillow cases, and a selection of colored paper samples for week
4,
