American-Statesman eftc.).

u Created subcommittee to develop specific
recommendations for each potential site.

5.  Developed preliminary definitions:

u Open: Full access to public — no events.

Closed: No access to public — ticketed events,
maintenance /recovery, etc.

] Partially open: More than 50% of park
accessible without ticket; unfenced.

m Minimally open: More than 50% of park
closed to public — only available to ticketed

patrons.

m In Use: No fences, no barriers; but significant
portion of the park reserved or impacted by
event.

Developed recommendations to date as follows (abbreviated):

For the new Master Plan for Walter E. Long Metropolitan Park, include in the scope of
work evaluation of using Walter E. Long Metropolitan Park as an alternative event venue
for hosting large special events.

Include funds in the Fiscal Year 2017 budget for studying the feasibility, requirements, and
estimated costs for developing the existing publicly-owned land at Bolm Road and the
Johnny Trevino Metropolitan Park as alternative event venues that can accommodate large
special events.

Include funds in the Fiscal Year 2017 budget for a fee study to determine whether fees
charged for hosting special events in public places are appropriate for covering the cost
of city-provided services and maintenance.

. Looking ahead:
Q Define limits: Number of events, and Size of events.
Q Analyze impact of events on neighborhoods, businesses,
public, and infrastructure.

Q Develop recommendations on:
o Fees, limits, impacts, and policies.
o Alternative public and private venues.
o Legacy and new events.
Q Hold public meetings on draft recommendations.

Produce and distribute the final report with
recommendations by end of August 2016.
