Emma S. Barrientos Mexican American Cultural Center (ESB-MACC) 

Master Plan | Public Input Process 
 
The Parks and Recreation Department, and the consultants with whom it has partnered for the development of the Emma 
S. Barrientos Mexican American Cultural Center (ESB-MACC) Master Plan, have been committed to an open, inclusive, and 
proactive public engagement process that met the goals outlined in the Public Involvement Plan (PIP). Implemented in 
accordance with the City of Austin’s Public Participation Principles, the PIP provided guidance on how the Parks and 
Recreation Department and its consultant team would engage the community during various stages of the project. It 
identified the goals and objectives as well as the proposed tools, resources, and timeline to be used in informing the public 
and obtaining stakeholder input during the development of the plan. 
 
Goals and Objectives 
The ESB-MACC is a landmark complex for the City of Austin that is dedicated to the preservation, creation, presentation, 
and promotion of Mexican American cultural arts and heritage. Since the completion of the first phase of construction in 
2007, the ESB-MACC has become a tremendous resource for our community, visitors, and civic arts organizations among 
many others. Ensuring that each of these constituencies were involved and contributed to the Master Plan process was 
fundamental to achieving the project’s desired outcomes. With this in mind, the Public Involvement Plan proposed to guide 
the implementation process with these principal goals:  
 

1. Create awareness and educate the community of the development of the ESB-MACC Master Plan, the public input 
needed, and the design process. 

2. Present information in a manner that overcame language barriers and was culturally sensitive. 
3. Provided a variety of means for public participation that were accessible in terms of location and time so that 

certain individuals or groups were not precluded from participating in the process. 
4. Gained substantive insights from the public input process that established a common vision for the ESB-MACC, and 

informed the design team’s approach to the update.  
 
The public involvement approach identified the following success measures and goals: 

• Involvement of a diverse set of stakeholders and community members, including traditionally underserved 
populations. 

• Majority of stakeholders and participants involved were satisfied with engagement activities and believed their 
feedback was meaningfully considered and incorporated into the final Master Plan design. 

• Completion of a minimum of 200 surveys. 
• Elevate awareness by way of news media coverage. 

 
The team made efforts to secure news media coverage as a way of reaching a broader range of potentially interested 
individuals. The following news stories helped elevate awareness within the general public and included links to the survey 
and project website, providing readers an opportunity to opt-in to receive project updates:

Stakeholder Engagement and Methodologies 
The elements listed below represent the overall strategies, tools and tactics implemented for engaging the public and 
stakeholders. They were designed to provide equitable, innovative, and convenient participation across participant 
segments in the community. 
 

• Public Meetings – Three public meetings were hosted for English and Spanish-speakers to educate participants on 
the scope and process of the Master Plan, and provide direct engagement with CasaBella Architects. 

o Public Meeting #1: June 17, 2017 (80 participants) 
o Public Meeting #2: October 7, 2017 (60 participants) 
o Public Meeting #3: January 20, 2018 (45 participants) 

 
• Focus Groups – Nine focus groups were held for English and Spanish-speakers during the process to allow for 

focused discussion on specific elements of the Plan study areas. 
o Round 1 Focus Groups: Designed to garner input from ESB-MACC Board Members (past and present), ESB-

MACC staff, Arts and Cultural Community, and Planning Partners (17 total participants) 
o Round #2 Focus Groups: Designed to garner more in depth input from theater, performance and visual 

arts community; education, cultural and community groups (26 total participants) 
o Spanish language presentation (35 participants) 

 
• Additional Groups – Three additional group meetings were held that included ESB-MACC staff, to discuss present 

uses and future needs; site visit along the hike and bike trail, to discuss the relationship of the trail to the ESB-
MACC; and with the City of Austin Technical Advisory Group, with representatives of different city departments to 
discuss design options and determine their feasibility. 

 
• Survey – A print and online survey was developed in English and Spanish to serve as a primary tool to gather 

feedback from stakeholders and interested residents. 287 people responded to the initial survey. 
 
• Questionnaires – Two print and online questionnaires were developed in English and Spanish to request public 

feedback on how well the design concepts presented during Phase 2 and 3 solved the current constraints and 
future space needs for more specific key elements of the Plan. Approximately 46 questionnaires were received 
during Phase 2 and 70 were received during Phase 3. 

 
• News Media – Drafting and distribution of press releases encouraged news media coverage in English and Spanish 

at the beginning and during the public input process. 
 

• Event Flyers – Print and digital flyers were created and distributed in English and Spanish with messaging that 
promoted public meetings and the importance of public participation. These were disseminated electronically to 
stakeholder email databases, ESB-MACC lists, group list serves, social media and on the project website. 

 
• E-Newsletter-blasts – Email blasts were drafted in English and Spanish and sent to the list of stakeholders 

developed by the consultant team to promote public meetings, participation in focus groups, and provide project 
updates. All electronic communications encouraged interested residents to opt-in to received project updates and 
invitation to future meetings. 

 
• Social Media – The Parks and Recreation staff promoted public meeting notices and events through Facebook and 

NextDoor. 
 

• Website - The Parks and Recreation staff implemented a project website in English and Spanish to provide 
stakeholders with a one-stop-shop for information on all of the project components, a schedule of the Master Plan 
activities and updates, as well as public meeting material, Master Plan presentations and boards, along with links 
to related websites.  
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Stakeholders 
A key element to achieving the Public Involvement Process goals was the identification of audiences who interact directly 
with the ESB-MACC as well as decision makers or individuals and organizations that represent wider fields of interests or 
concerns. The consultant team worked with the city staff to develop a list of organizations, and individuals during the initial 
phase that was believed to share an interest in the development of the Master Plan and should be reached with 
communication materials.  Outreach to this list of stakeholders was conducted by both the city staff and consultant team 
primarily through electronic communications, which included save the date, public meeting notices and reminders, a 
survey, and other project updates. To amplify the reach, requests were also made of cultural and arts groups to assist in 
sharing these notices with their members and list serves. The ESB-MACC staff complemented the outbound communication 
efforts by including messaging within its scheduled e-newsletters. When appropriate, phone calls were placed to individuals 
and groups to extend invitations or encourage participation in focus group discussions. Below is a list of relevant 
stakeholder categories that were incorporated as a part of the PIP implementation.

First Public Open House  
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The public launch of ESB-MACC Master Plan took place on June 17th and provided English and Spanish-speaking 
stakeholders with a project overview, its goals and objectives, and the selection of structure and programming elements 
that were being reviewed for the development of the Master Plan. Approximately 80 participants attended. Following a 
presentation by the CasaBella Architects, event attendees were invited to visit three stations around the complex to weigh 
in on the specific elements of the Master Plan;  
 

• Buildings & Programming 
• El Zocalo (The Plaza)  
• Circulation  
• Waterfront 
• Landscaping  
• La Gran Entrada (The Grand Entrance) 

 
Each of the three stations was staffed by English and Spanish-speaking members of the design team to help explain the 
elements and lead participants through the comment boards. Participants were also encouraged to complete the survey 
and share it with their networks. The three-hour event included live music, interactive activities for kids, breakfast tacos, 
and two guided tours of the ESB-MACC in both English and Spanish. News coverage of the event included an article in Ahora 
Si! Newspaper and the Austin Chronicle. A video summary of the event was produced by Hispanic Today Live and aired 
August 1 on cable Channel 10. A link of the video is provided here for viewing. 
  
The feedback gained from these initial events and survey findings enabled the design team to move forward with an 
understanding of the current constraints and desired changes as expresses by the stakeholders and public. 
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Phase 2 Public Input Process – October 2017 – December 2017 
Presentation of Design Concepts 
 
Second Public Open House 
A second public meeting was held for English and Spanish-speakers on October 7 to review a series of design concepts 
based on the comments received from public in Phase 1. The 2-hour event held in the ESB-MACC auditorium began with a 
formal presentation and discussion by CasaBella Architects. Participants were then invited to review detailed boards in the 
gallery and provide comments in a print and online questionnaire, which asked how well the design concepts solved the 
current constraints and future space needs for the specific key elements of the Plan. Over 60 participants attended the 
meeting.  
 
Focus Groups 
Four additional small stakeholder group discussions were held for English and Spanish-speakers in November and 
December to provide further public input on the design concepts. The consultant team identified participants who have 
either provided programming, are currently doing so, or could in the future.

Introduction	
This	Public	Involvement	Plan	(PIP)	is	designed	to	guide	the	stakeholder	and	public	involvement	processes	for	
the	development	of	a	Master	Plan	Update	for	the	Emma	S.	Barrientos	Mexican	American	Cultural	Arts	Center	
(ESB-MACC).	The	PIP	is	intended	to	perform	as	the	blueprint	for	public	involvement	and	is	designed	to	allow	
flexibility	in	its	implementation	as	the	project	evolves.

Project	Background	
The	original	Mexican	American	Cultural	Center	(MACC)	Master	Plan	was	developed	in	2000	and	outlined	
three	phases	of	work.	The	design	team	comprised	CasaBella	Architects	and	its	joint	venture	partner,	Del	
Campo	&	Maru,	in	association	with	Mexican	architect	Teodora	Gonzalez	de	Leon.	The	team	provided	master	
planning	services	for	the	three	phases	of	development	of	the	MACC	with	detailed	construction	drawings	for	
the	first	phase.	The	site	was	renamed	the	Emma	S.	Barrientos	Mexican	American	Cultural	Center	(ESB-MACC)	
in	2011	in	honor	of	one	of	the	community	activists	who	fought	for	the	MACC	and	the	now	deceased	wife	of	
former	Texas	Senator	Gonzalo	Barrientos.		
	
Since	developing	the	2000	MACC	Master	Plan,	there	have	been	several	developments	that	necessitate	an	
update	of	the	master	plan	prior	to	moving	forward	with	subsequent	design	phases.	Following	is	a	summary	of	
the	major	developments	and	considerations	that	will	be	taken	into	account:		
	

1. When	the	ESB-MACC	Master	Plan	was	developed	in	2000,	the	surrounding	Rainey	Street	
Neighborhood	was	residential	in	character.	In	2004,	the	area	was	rezoned	from	Single	Family	Zoning	
to	Central	Business	District	Zoning,	which	has	and	will	continue	to	change	the	context	of	the	
surrounding	area.	The	ESB-MACC	property	is	now	surrounded	by	high-rise	condominiums,	high	rise	
hotels	in	development,	and	most	of	the	single-family	homes	have	been	turned	into	bars	or	
restaurant/bars.		

2. The	ESB-MACC	property	is	now	dedicated	parkland.	Further,	two	properties	owned	by	the	City	of	
Austin	that	sit	just	east	of	the	ESB-MACC,	58	Rainey	and	64	Rainey,	are	now	part	of	the	ESB-MACC	
property	and	will	become	dedicated	parkland	once	the	use	of	64	Rainey	as	a	staging	area	for	68-74	
Rainey	as	a	high-rise	condo	project	is	complete.	Both	properties	may	have	limited	build	ability	due	to	
utility	infrastructure,	but	this	will	need	to	be	confirmed	by	the	design	team.		

3. The	alley	between	64	Rainey	and	the	ESB-MACC	property	is	vacated	up	to	the	northern	30’	of	the	
property,	which	will	be	used	to	reroute	the	alley	east	onto	Rainey	Street	and	out	of	the	ESB-MACC	
entry	roundabout.		

4. Programming	at	the	ESB-MACC	has	evolved	since	the	completion	of	Phase	1	of	the	ESB-MACC.	As	a	
result,	the	existing	building	has	opportunities	for	adapting	to	better	meet	the	current	program	and	
needs	of	the	community.		
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Goals	and	Objectives	
The	ESB-MACC	is	a	landmark	complex	for	the	City	of	Austin	that	is	dedicated	to	the	preservation,	creation,	
presentation,	and	promotion	of	Mexican	American	cultural	arts	and	heritage.	Since	the	completion	of	the	first	
phase	of	construction	in	2007,	the	ESB-MACC	has	become	a	tremendous	resource	for	our	community,	visitors,	
and	civic	arts	organizations	among	many	others.	Ensuring	that	each	of	these	constituencies	are	involved	and	
contribute	to	the	Master	Plan	Update	is	fundamental	to	achieving	the	project’s	desired	outcomes.	With	this	in	
mind,	the	Public	Involvement	Plan	proposes	to	guide	the	implementation	process	with	these	principal	goals:		
	

1. Create	awareness	and	educate	the	community	of	the	ESB-MACC	Master	Plan	Update,	the	public	input	
needed,	and	the	design	process.	

2. Present	information	in	a	manner	that	overcomes	language	barriers	and	is	culturally	sensitive.	
3. Provide	a	variety	of	means	for	public	participation	that	are	accessible	in	terms	of	location	and	time	so	

that	certain	individuals	or	groups	are	not	precluded	from	participating	in	the	process.	
4. Gain	substantive	insights	from	the	public	input	process	that	establishes	a	common	vision	for	the	ESB-

MACC,	and	informs	the	design	team’s	approach	to	the	update.

links	to	related	websites.	The	website	will	include	presentations,	surveys	and	other	exercises	from	
the	various	meetings	for	those	individuals	who	are	unable	to	attend	in	person.	A	feedback	form	will	
also	be	provided	for	residents	to	submit	questions	or	comments	and	requests	for	additional	
information.	

	
• Ambassadors	–	Individuals	who	are	vested	stakeholders	in	the	organization	and	serve	as	board	

members	or	advisors	in	another	capacity	represent	a	unique	opportunity	for	advancing	public	
awareness	of	a	project	and	encouraging	the	public’s	engagement.	Their	involvement	as	vocal	
advocates	for	the	initiative	expands	the	project’s	capacity	to	reach	the	community	at	large.
