403.4.2 PROCEDURES FOR LIMITED ENGLISH AND DEAF SUBJECTS
(a) If the person does not speak English, or speaks limited English:
1. The Miranda warning will be read in the person's primary language.
2. The statement or confession will be written or typed, whenever possible, in the primary
language that the person understands.

(a) If the statement or confession is not typed in the person's primary language, it will be
translated aloud for them in the person's primary language prior to obtaining their
signature. Fhis-willbe-done-in-thepresence-of two-civilian-withesses-The translation
and interview with the individual will be captured on BWC or in an AXON interview
room.

3. The statement or confession will be witnessed by at least one person who speaks the same
language as the person.
(b) If the person is deaf, a certified interpreter from the current service contractor will assist in
translating during the interrogation. Sign language statements and confessions must be recorded
by video.
