Approve a resolution providing additional direction to the City Manager with respect to the
management of the Housing Trust Fund.

Authorize negotiation and execution of a 12-month contract through the GENERAL SERVICES
ADMINISTRATION  cooperative  purchasing program  with GENERAL  SALES
ADMINISTRATION, INC. DBA MAJOR POLICE SUPPLY to provide the Vigilant Solutions
Automatic License Plate Recognition System in an amount not to exceed $350,000, with five 12-
month extension options in an amount not to exceed $110,000 per extension option, for a total
contract amount not to exceed $900,000. (Notes: This contract will be awarded in compliance with
City Code Chapter 2-9D Minority Owned and Women Owned Business Enterprise Procurement
Program through the achievement of good faith efforts.)

Authorize negotiation and execution of a 60-month contract with TASER INTERNATIONAL, or
one of the other qualified offerors to Request For Proposals EAD0124, to provide body worn
cameras in an amount not to exceed $9,428,236, with two 12-month extension options in an
amount not to exceed $1,225,179 for the first extension option, and $1,547,811 for the second
extension option, for a total contract amount not to exceed $12,201,226. Related to Item #38.
(Notes: This solicitation was reviewed for subcontracting opportunities in accordance with City
Code Chapter 2-9C Minority Owned and Women Owned Business Enterprise Procurement
Program. For the goods and services required for this solicitation, there were insufficient
subcontracting opportunities and an insufficient number of certified M/WBEs; therefore, no
subcontracting goals were established.)

Authorize negotiation and execution of a 60-month contract through the TEXAS DEPARTMENT
OF INFORMATION RESOURCES cooperative program with AT&T, for the purchase of
smartphones and wireless phone services to enhance the functionality of body worn cameras in an
amount not to exceed $5,029,200. Related to Item #37. (Notes: This contract was reviewed for
subcontracting opportunities in accordance with City Code Chapter 2-9C Minority Owned and
Women Owned Business Enterprise Procurement Program. For the goods and services required,

there were insufficient subcontracting opportunities and an insufficient number of certified

Approve a resolution directing the City Manager to convene stakeholder meetings regarding the
Austin Police Department's policies concerning public release of body worn camera video. (Notes:
Committee)

Approve a resolution directing the City Manager to work with Travis County Emergency Service
District # 4 and related parties (such as the Austin Firefighters’ Association and Austin African
American Firefighters” Association) on a Contract For Services that includes but is not limited to
financial impact, impact to service delivery, asset transfer, automatic aid, and impact on workforce
diversity; and to report back to the Public Safety Committee by July 22, 2016. (Notes: Committee)

Conduct a public hearing and consider an ordinance amending City Code Chapter 25-2 relating to
site development regulations for the Festival Beach Subdistrict of the Waterfront Overlay.

Mayor Adler adjourned the meeting 12:48 p.m. without objection.
