Management Agency (FEMA) in 2004; and

WHEREAS, the DMA and FEMA require communities, to update their
approved HMAP every five years in order.te beligible for the full range of pre-

disaster and post-disaster federal funding for mitigation purposes; and

WHEREAS, «the City of Austin has assessed the community's potential
risks and hazards and has' updated the 2004 "HMAP and the 2010 HMAP
update with the 2046 Hazard Mitigation'Plan Update ("Plan Update™); and

WHEREAS, FEMA has approved- the Plan Update and adoption by the
City of ‘Austin is necessary to reguest pre- and post-disaster federal funding; and
WHEREAS; the Plan Update outlines mitigation goals and objectives and
identifies risk reduction /Strategies and actions for hazards that threaten the

The City. of Austin agreesto take such other action as may be
reasonably necessary to carry out the objectives of the Plan Update
and report on progress as required by FEMA and the Texas

Division of Emergeney Management (TDEM).
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
