WHEREAS, the City Council of the City of Austin has found that public 3 

necessity requires the City to acquire certain real property interests for public uses 4 

as set out below; and  5 

WHEREAS, the City has attempted to purchase those needed real property 6 

interests, but has been unable to agree with the owner on the value of the property 7 

interest, or the damages, if any; NOW, THEREFORE,  8 

BE IT RESOLVED BY THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF AUSTIN: 9 

The City Attorney, or other authorized designee, is hereby authorized and 10 

directed to file, or cause to be filed, a suit in eminent domain on behalf of the City 11 

against the owner now having, or who may acquire, an interest in the real property 12 

interests necessary to the City, described below, for the public uses set out below, 13 

and to take whatever other action may be deemed appropriate to effect the necessary 14 

acquisitions. 15 

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED: 16 

The City Attorney, or other authorized designee, shall file eminent domain 17 

proceedings for: 18

improvements (“Improvements”) to prevent erosion and to 33 

stabilize Onion Creek banks related to the Onion Creek 34
