Additional Backup Information:

The contract will provide continued maintenance and software support for the Nutanix hybrid cloud
infrastructure system. Nutanix software is part of the core infrastructure that supports public safety data
centers. The ongoing maintenance and support are necessary to ensure the Public Safety Information
Technology division has a competitive level of technology agility, including more control to continue support of
mission-critical public safety systems and uphold stability.

This contract represents a consolidation of purchases for these services into a single contract. The requested
authorization amount is based on forecasted needs for the term of the contract.
