Pursuant to City Code Chapter 4-9, Section 5, the agent for Neighborhood Goods, Michele Lynch, of Metcalfe,
Wolff, Stuart & Williams, LLP, requests a waiver from the minimum separation distance requirement of 300 feet
because the business intends to sell alcoholic beverages at its premises which is within 300 feet of the Texas
School for the Deaf at 1102 S Congress Ave.
