June 4, 2020 - Council approved Resolution No. 20200604-040 adopting the COVID-19 proposed spending
framework for the use of all available federal and local funding that maximizes the benefit of federal COVID-
19 relief funding and local funding, with an 11-0 vote on the virtual dais.

May 21, 2020 - Council approved Resolution No. 20200521-038 directing the City Manager to establish a
unified city strategy for high-risk workers, with an 11-0 vote on the virtual dais.
