The Purchasing Office issued an Invitation for Bids (IFB) 8600 SBR1005REBID for these goods and services.
The solicitation issued on April 20, 2020 and it closed on June 9, 2020. Of the two responses received, the
recommended contractor submitted the only responsive offer.

Additional Backup Information:
The contract will provide for the rental or purchase of onsite storage and office units to be used by various
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departments. Onsite storage and mobile office units provide departments with options for the safe storage of
supplies and equipment at the City’s facility and the mobilization of staff to manage events and activities when
needed. The contractor will supply all the necessary equipment, labor and material needed for the delivery,
installation and retrieval of the units.

The prior contract expired on August 25, 2020. The recommended contractor is the previous provider for these
goods and services. The requested authorization amount was determined using departments annual
requirements and historical spend.

If the City is unable to secure a contract, the departments will be required to secure these goods and services
by making spot purchases which may result in higher prices.
