Additional Backup Information:

This acquisition is for park and recreation purposes. It consists of an approximately 4.06-acre tract located
along Kincheon Branch Creek, west of Brodie Lane at Convict Hill Road. This acquisition will function as a
pocket park, trailhead, and trail connection, as well as close a gap in the Latta Branch Creek Greenbelt system
-recommendations specifically identified in the Parks and Recreation Department’s Council-adopted Long-
Range Plan, Our Parks, Our Future. The site is gently sloped with an open field, a creek corridor, and large
mature trees. This acquisition is funded through the 2018 Parks and Recreation Bond.

An independent, third-party appraisal was procured to establish the fair-market valuation of the proposed
acquisition. The appraisal supports the purchase price of $775,000. The amount of the purchase price plus
closing costs is not to exceed $787,000.
