September 30, 2021 - Council authorized the negotiation and execution of Amendment No. 9 to an agreement
with The SAFE Alliance to provide intervention services addressing domestic violence and abuse, to add one
12-month extension, in an amount not to exceed $6,080,717, on an 11-0 vote.

December 5, 2019 - Council authorized Ordinance No. 20191205-034 to expand early intervention services to
address violence and abuse, which increased funding in an amount not to exceed $130,000 for the current
term and the one remaining 12-month extension, for a total agreement amount not to exceed $5,148,222, on
an 11-0 vote.

March 28, 2019 - Council authorized Ordinance No. 20190328-018 to expand early intervention services to
address violence and abuse in an amount not to exceed $130,000 in one-time funding, on a 6-0 vote.

September 11, 2018 - Council authorized Ordinance No. 20180911-001 for the Fiscal Year 2018-2019
Operating Budget that included $130,000 in one-time funding for relationship violence prevention and crisis
response, on a 10-1 vote.

March 31, 2016 - Council authorized a 6% cost-of-living increase adding $129,960 to the 37-month base
agreement with the SAFE Alliance, previously named the Travis County Domestic Violence & Sexual Assault
Survival Center, doing business as SafePlace, on a 8-2 vote.

November 20, 2014 - Council authorized negotiation and execution of a 37-month agreement with SafePlace
with three 12-month extension options, for a total agreement amount not to exceed $4,332,000, on a 6-0 vote.

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This social services agreement with The SAFE Alliance, previously named the Travis County Domestic
Violence & Sexual Assault Survival Center, doing business as SafePlace program, was awarded an
agreement through the 2014 Health and Human Services Department Self-Sufficiency Request for
Applications, with services beginning on September 1, 2015 for an initial 37-month period in the amount of
$2,166,000, with three 12-month extension options in the amount of $722,000 per extension option.

Amendment No. 9 authorized the addition of one 12-month extension option beginning October 1, 2021, in an
amount not to exceed $932,495, for a revised total agreement amount not to exceed $6,080,717.

Amendment No. 8 exercised the third extension option in the amount of $932,495 for the program period of
October 1, 2020 through September 30, 2021.

Amendment No. 7 added $130,000 to the agreement to expand provision of early intervention services to
address violence and abuse, for a total agreement amount not to exceed $4,215,727.

Amendment No. 6 exercised the second extension option in the amount of $802,495 and authorized one-time
funding of $130,000 for the program period of October 1, 2019, through September 30, 2020, for a total
agreement amount not to exceed $4,085,727.

Amendment No. 5 exercised the first extension option in the amount of $802,495 for the program period of
October 1, 2018 through September 30, 2019.

Amendment No. 4 added $19,573 to the 37-month base agreement, for a total agreement amount not to
exceed $2,350,737.

Amendment No. 3 added $35,204 to the 37-month base agreement, for a total agreement amount not to
exceed $2,331,164.

Amendment No. 2 changed the vendor’s name.

Amendment No. 1 added $129,960 to the 37-month base agreement, for a total agreement amount not to
exceed $2,295,960.
