= Patrol officer rezsponse to all calls involving domesticfamily disturbances (verbal or
physical), regardless of timeframe including Violations of Protective Orders

o Community members may submit offense reports via Austin 311 or online via
iReportAustin com

o Detectives review all crime reports for investigative leads, and investigate cases with
viable leads. If the reports do not have viable investigative leads, detectives will
notify the complainant that there are no leads and will suspend the report.

o Each report will be reviewed with attention given to:
ehavior or offense;
e available to the responding officer; and
