The audit objective was to evaluate the City’'s disaster recovery plan for feasibility; and to determine if the
plan has been implemented and tested. The audit focused on Citywide disaster recovery and business
continuity operations during fiscal years 2010 and 2011, as related to Information Technology. To
accomplish our audit objectives, we conducted interviews, reviewed existing plans, and extracted and
analyzed data from City systems.
