Austin Code conducts initial inspections on rooming and boarding homes, followed by annual
inspections, to ensure properties are clean and safe. Inspectors investigate structural conditions,
safe exit and ingress, electrical, heating and cooling systems, kitchens and bathrooms, smoke
alarms, plumbing, ventilation, hot water heaters, pest and rodent infestation, and over occupancy.
