Modifications to Bidding Requirements and Contract Forms
Section 00820

SECTION 00020 – INVITATION FOR BIDS

For projects which have no MBE/WBE goals established, include the following; otherwise delete.

Delete the paragraph that begins “All City procurements are subject to…” and replace with the following (changes to the original text are identified by underlining):
“All City procurements are subject to the City’s Minority-Owned and Women-Owned Business Enterprise Procurement Program found at Chapter 2-9 of the City Code, as amended.  The Program provides Minority-Owned and Women-Owned Business Enterprises (MBEs/WBEs) or Disadvantaged Business Enterprises (DBEs) full opportunity to participate in all City contracts.  No subcontracting goals have been established for this solicitation.  However, if Bidder identifies areas of subcontracting, Bidder shall comply with the procedure specified in Section 00450, MBE/WBE No Goals Form.”
SECTION 00100 – INSTRUCTIONS TO BIDDERS
For projects which include Bid alternates that are prioritized, include the following; otherwise delete. If alternates are not prioritized, establish how the low Bid will be established.

Add the following to Section 6, Consideration of Bid Amount:
“OWNER has established a priority order (Alternate No. 1 has highest priority) for acceptance of Bid alternates based on the Project needs and budget.  Alternates will be accepted in the order listed on the Bid Form, not to exceed the construction contract budget.  Bidders are to respond to all alternates listed on the Bid Form, even if acceptance or rejection of an alternate will not change the Bid amount.”

For projects which do not include Section 00400(Bidders Experience), include the following; otherwise delete.

Delete Section 7(e), Section 9.B(12) and (13), and Section 11.1 as Section 00400 (Bidders Experience) is not required for this project.

For projects which are financed in whole or in part with Federal funds, include the following; otherwise delete.

Delete Section 7(i) regarding Nonresident Bidders Provisions (Section 00475) as that language is not applicable to this project.
For projects which have no MBE/WBE goals established, include the following; otherwise delete.

Delete Section 7 and replace with the following (changes to original text are identified by underlining):
7.  Submission of Bid 

Each Bid, completed and signed by person(s) authorized to bind individual, partnership, firm, corporation or any other legal entity, shall include the following in one envelope furnished by OWNER:

One copy of Bid form (Section 00300L or 00300U) completed and signed.
(b)
Acknowledgment of receipt of Addenda issued in spaces provided in Bid form.

Required Bid guaranty.

Copy of statement of legal entity status, as applicable, including but not limited to, as applicable, Statement of Sole Proprietorship, Articles of Partnership or Incorporation and resolution, or corporate board minutes, empowering signatory to bind Bidder, attested to by an officer of Bidder.  The required information is set forth in Section 00100, Section 15.

One copy of Attachments A, B, C, and D and any other specifically designated Attachments if the Statement of Bidder’s Experience (Section 00400) is required to be submitted as part of the Bid, completed and signed.

One Copy of the Certificate of Non-Suspension or Debarment (Section 00405), completed and signed.  (Applicable for Bid amounts equal to or in excess of $25,000.00.)

(g)
One copy of the Insurance Cost Form (Section 00425), completed and signed (ROCIP projects only).
(h)
One copy of the Affidavit - Prohibited Activities (Section 00440), completed and signed.
(i)
One copy of the Nonresident Bidder Provisions (Section 00475), completed and signed.

(j)
One copy of the Nondiscrimination Certificate (Section 00630), completed and signed.

(k)
One copy of the Title VI Assurances Appendix A (Section 00631), completed and signed.

(l)
Required information indicated in Drawings or Project Manual.

(m)
One copy of MBE/WBE No Goals Form (Section 00450) completed and signed.  If applicable, copy of completed MBE/WBE No Goal Utilization Form and Good Faith Effort documentation.
Bid shall include all specified items in this section and be placed in an envelope furnished by OWNER, or other appropriate packaging, accompanied by and attached to the OWNER furnished envelopes, sealed and clearly identified on outside as a Bid to OWNER, with Bidder’s name and address, and project name.  Failure to submit Bid appropriately may subject Bidder to disqualification.  Bid may be mailed or delivered (in person or by Federal Express, Express Mail or other delivery service) to:

When sent by mail, Federal Express, Express Mail, or other delivery service, sealed Bid (marked as indicated above) shall be enclosed in an additional envelope, or other appropriate packaging, clearly identified on outside as a Bid to OWNER with Bidder’s name and address, Project name, and Bid date and time.  It is the sole responsibility of the Bidder to ensure timely delivery of Bid.  OWNER will not be responsible for failure of service on the part of the U.S. Post Office, courier services, or any other form of delivery service chosen by the Bidder.  
In submitting its Bid, Bidder certifies that it has not lobbied the City or its officials, managers, employees, consultants, or contractors in such a manner as to influence or to attempt to influence the bidding process.  In the event it reasonably appears that the Bidder influenced or attempted to influence the bidding process, the City may, in its discretion, reject the Bid.
For projects which have no MBE/WBE goals established, include the following; otherwise delete.

9. Rejection of Bids
Delete item 9 A. (6) and replace with the following:

“(6) Failure to submit MBE/WBE No Goals Form (Section 00450) completed and signed”
For ROCIP projects, include the following; otherwise delete.
Delete Section 14, ROCIP Requirements, and replace with the following:

"14.
ROCIP Requirements

CONTRACTOR will be required to comply with the provisions of the 'Construction Safety Act' and the 'Occupational Safety and Health Act of 1970' as amended, as well as all other  applicable Federal, State, and local requirements.  CONTRACTOR will be required to comply with all provisions of the "Project Safety Manual" provided by OWNER as part of its insurance coverage program under the Rolling Owner Controlled Insurance Program (ROCIP) as set forth in the Supplemental General Conditions.  This program is in addition to CONTRACTOR's existing safety program, not in lieu of that program.

Insurance.  OWNER has procured and will maintain at its own expense an Owner Controlled Insurance  Policy under a Rolling Owner Controlled Insurance Program (ROCIP) with the coverages defined in Section 00810, Supplemental General Conditions, for OWNER and eligible contractors (regardless of tier) while engaged in the Work.  The bidder must exclude from the Bid all costs for insurance coverages and limits up to the limits set forth in the Supplemental General Conditions duplicated by those in the ROCIP, including the costs for all proposed Subcontractors for such coverages and limits.  As set forth in the Supplemental General Conditions, the bidder must report the costs excluded on the Insurance Cost Form, Section 00425.  The bidder may include in its Bid all costs for Automobile Liability Insurance and other coverage required by OWNER for the limits described in the Supplemental General Conditions, including the cost for all proposed Subcontractors' Automobile Liability Insurance and other coverages required by OWNER.  The Certificate of Insurance for Automobile Liability Insurance to be provided by CONTRACTOR shall be issued on the Certificate of Insurance, Section 00650."

For projects managed by the Public Works Department, include the following; otherwise the language may be deleted.
Delete Section 13, Partnering, and replace with the following:

“13.
Partnering

To complete this Work most beneficially for all parties, OWNER desires to form a Partnering Team among OWNER, E/A, CONTRACTOR, and Subcontractor(s).  This relationship will draw on the strength of all parties to identify and achieve mutual goals.  The objectives are effective and efficient Contract performance, intended to achieve completion within budget, on schedule, and in accordance with the Drawings and Specifications.  The partnering relationship will be multilateral in makeup and participation will be totally voluntary.  Refer to Section 01100, Special Project Procedures, and/or Section 01200, Project Meetings, for clarification of the intents and responsibilities of the persons and entities entering into the partnering charter.”

For projects participating in the Super Prompt Payment Program, include the following; otherwise the language may be deleted.
Add the following sentence to Section 16:

"16.
Super Prompt Payment Program
This project has been selected for participation in the Super Prompt Payment Program."

SECTION 00830 – WAGE RATES AND PAYROLL REPORTING

For Federally funded projects utilizing Davis Bacon wage rates, include the following; otherwise delete.
Reference paragraph 4.(b); delete the second sentence and replace with the following:

“Contractor shall provide copies of payroll records to Owner on a weekly basis.”
