Easement Purpose:	To access, install, construct, operate, use, maintain, repair, modify, upgrade, monitor, inspect, replace, make connections with, and remove the Facilities, and allow for public use of the Facilities
Facilities:	Walkways, multi-use trails, and promenade structures with all associated steps, stairs, ramps, tunnels, walls, together with all other appurtenances which provide public connectivity and an area with structures and associated appurtenances for public recreational and community gathering activities and providing public connectivity as determined by Grantee in its sole discretion

Permitted Encumbrances:	Any easements, liens, encumbrances, and other matters of record in the Real Property Records of the Texas county in which the Easement Tract is located as of the Date that are valid, existing, and affect the Easement Tract 

Grantor, for TEN AND NO/100 DOLLARS ($10.00) and other good and valuable consideration paid to Grantor, the receipt and sufficiency of which are acknowledged by Grantor, GRANTS, SELLS, AND CONVEYS to Grantee an exclusive easement in, over, under, on, and across the Easement Tract for the Easement Purpose as a dedication to Grantee for park and recreational purposes within the meaning of Article II, Section 7, Paragraph (A) of the Austin City Charter and as may be necessary or desirable subject to the Permitted Encumbrances which must be construed as being prior in time to the dedication of the Easement Tract for park and recreational purposes, and subject to the rules and regulations promulgated, modified and amended by City from time to time governing the use of park and recreation property, together with (i) the right of free and uninterrupted ingress and egress at all times over, on, and across the Easement Tract for use of the Easement Tract, (ii) the right to eliminate any encroachments or obstructions in the Easement Tract that interfere in any material way or are inconsistent with the rights granted Grantee under this instrument for the Easement Purpose as determined by Grantee in its sole discretion, and (iii) any and all rights and appurtenances pertaining to use of the Easement Tract (collectively, the "Easement").
TO HAVE AND TO HOLD the Easement to Grantee and Grantee’s successors and assigns for the Easement Duration and Easement Purpose.  
Grantor binds Grantor and Grantor’s heirs, successors, and assigns to WARRANT AND FOREVER DEFEND the title to the Easement, subject to the Permitted Encumbrances, to Grantee against every person whomsoever lawfully claiming or to claim the Easement Tract or any part of the Easement Tract.  Grantor covenants that Grantor and Grantor’s heirs, successors, and assigns shall not convey any other easement, license, or right to use the Easement Tract (or any portion thereof) for any Non-Permitted Activity or for any use that may interfere in any material way or may be inconsistent with the rights granted to Grantee under this Easement, as determined by the Grantee in its sole discretion.
Except where the context otherwise requires, Grantor includes Grantor's heirs, successors, and assigns and Grantee includes Grantee's employees, agents, consultants, contractors, successors, and assigns; and where the context requires, singular nouns and pronouns include the plural.
