Responses from respondents:
Proposers were inconsistent regarding the leveraging question and related forms:

e Safe Place submitted the only proposal that clearly stated the funds listed as
leverage would be lost if City funding was not received. (Recommended
Proposal)

® Proposers often included "in-kind" as the source of leverage (volunteers, food,
office space, etc.)

¢ A number of proposals had inconsistencies within the proposal regarding
leverage

o Budget forms did not match what was reported as leverage
o Performance did not match stated leverage or other funding amount(s)
o The amount of leverage cited varied within the proposal

e Many listed leverage as same amount as "other program funding" - including

reporting a match amount with no documentation provided regarding leverage.
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Because of these inconsistencies, staff cannot provide an accurate analysis of what
funding City dollars are actually leveraging. However, staff have provided an analysis
of existing contracts showing the amount of funding the City provides the agency, the
total agency funding (as reported by the agency), and the percentage of funding that
the City provides the agency. Additionally, for the RFP proposals staff are providing
the requested city funding and other additional program funding as provided in the
proposals.

1) Provide clarity regarding the anti-lobbying ordinance.

2) Provide information regarding any reductions in state funding that may
impact Austin social services.
Response: The State budget is currently being finalized as the 72nd Legislature
approaches the last day. Consequently, specific anticipated effects to social service
providers are difficult to determine. It is projected that Travis County may lose
anywhere from $387 - $791 million dollars in major Health and Human
Services Program areas including Medicaid Acute Care and nursing home funding,
community care, public health and consumer protection programs, child and adult
protective services, foster care/adoption, day care regulation, early childhood
intervention, according to an analysis provided by the Center for Public Policy
Priorities (CPPP). This would include cuts to several State agencies and Federal
funding streams via Texas Departments such as the Health and Human Services
Commission, Aging & Disability Services, Assistive & Rehabilitative Services, and
State Health Services, see attached.

Also, attached is an analysis provided by One Voice at the May 25, 2011 PHHS
Committee Meeting categorizing the potential impacts of proposed state and federal
budget reductions on some of the Travis County non-profit agencies.

Response: The City has provided funding for mental health services as follows:
ATCIC Mental Health Interlocal Agreement.

ATCIC was established in 1966 and began operation in 1967 pursuant to the
laws of State of TX and Articles Of Organization approved by its initial
sponsoring agencies (COA, Travis County, AISD and UT-Austin). The
sponsoring agencies appoint ATCIC’s board of trustees.

Per the ATCIC Articles of Organization, the sponsoring agencies appoint the
board of trustees. UT-Austin, an original sponsor, remained a sponsoring
agency until 1977. Austin/Travis County Healthcare District replaced AISD,
another original sponsoring agency in January 2011.

Today, COA Council, TC Commissions & Austin/Travis County Healthcare
District each appoints (3) three board trustees.

Effective FY2004, the Austin/Travis County Healthcare District became
responsible for medical mental health treatment

The City Mental Health Agreement was modified and now the contract
deliverables are annual reports and an annual community assessment of mental
health. No services are reported in this agreement.

prepared.

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Response: Staff has prepared a map depicting the location of the FY10 providers and
the number of unduplicated clients served. A second map indicates the service
provider location for the agencies (and their partners) in the staff reccommendation. As
with the current contracts, FY 12 providers would be expected to serve all eligible
clients (200% of poverty or less) in Austin. This view reflects only agencies funded
from these HHSD Social Service dollars. It does not reflect any agencies funded by
other city departments.

ATCIC Substance Abuse Interlocal Agreement

Prior to 1999, the City of Austin and Travis County purchased substance abuse
treatment services through multiple agencies with eligibility determinations
made and services provided by the individual organizations pursuant to the
terms of their respective contracts.

The Interlocal Agreement for Substance Abuse MSO between the City of
Austin, Travis County, and the Austin Travis County Mental Health Mental
Retardation Center (d.b.a Austin-Travis County Integral Care (ATCIC))
originated in 1999. The City and County developed the Interlocal Agreement in
order to contract for substance abuse treatment services utilizing a Managed
Services Organization (MSO) approach.

Current city funding includes $393,427 from Downtown Austin Community
Court.

The HHSD contract deliverables are services for 344 unduplicated adult clients.

7) Provide a history of the Interlocal contracts funded trough the social service
funding.
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Response: The City has interlocal agreements funded with social service funding as
follows:

AISD

= City Council passed Resolution 780622-24, effective June 22, 1978 to establish
a Community Education Consortium which was to act as a policy advisor to
both AISD and the City Council in matters concerning community education.

= City Council passed Resolution 990225-69, effective February 25, 1999 which
re-established that AISD and the City of Austin would collaborate as equal
partners in the establishment and funding of Community Education and
reaffirms the role of the Community Education Consortium as policy advisor to
both entities.

» The City currently funds four AISD programs through an Interlocal:
Afterschool Enrichment (Prime Time), Community Education, English as a
Second Language and Victory Tutorial.

= See program descriptions at Tab #16 and history of funding at TAB #3.

Workforce Solutions

=  Workforce Solutions is a quasi-governmental entity that exists by law under an
Interlocal with the local Chief Elected Officials (CEOs) -- the Mayor (City
Council) and the County Judge (Commissioner's Court). This agreement is
required by the Texas Workforce Commission (TWC) in order for Workforce
Solutions to receive state funding for workforce development and child care
activities. The CEOs are responsible for appointing the Workforce
Solutions board of directors. The most recent CEO Partnership Agreement was
completed in 2006.

= The City currently has two service contracts with Workforce Solutions (a quasi-
governmental agency): one for direct childcare, the other for childcare quality.

» Funds for direct childcare are paid to Workforce Solutions, and they match
those funds to expand the pool of available childcare. The City determines
which childcare centers are able to participate, using City funds. These services
were excluded from the RFP process.

» The City of Austin transfers just over $330k to Workforce Solutions and they
are able to bring down just over $725k in federal funds, resulting in a combined
total of more than $1,059,000 in funds for direct child care.

= The City also has a social services contract for Childcare Quality with
Workforce Solutions for $450,343. The purpose of the contract is to increase
the quality of child care in the community so that early childhood teachers and
directors will understand the concepts of emergent literacy, engage children in
developmentally appropriate language, reading, math, and science activities on
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a regular basis, and understand and promote children’s social-emotional
development, so they will be prepared for success in school

* Funding for the ACC Teacher TRAC program was authorized by City Council
3/25/99. It was initiated based on an Early Education and Care Assessment and
the 1999 Austin Child Care Council report to City Council: "Affordable,
Accessible Quality Child Care for Austin".

* The goal of Teacher TRAC is to increase the number of professionally trained
early care and education workers in Travis County. The program provides
scholarships to child care workers to improve their education.

= Deliverables include the number of early childhood development staff receiving
training or technical assistance: City-64.

In many cases the

increased amount requested for an agency actually represent new programs and/or

expanded services rather than increase to current programs.

10) Summarize the loss of services from agencies that may not be funded.
Response: While all service types currently funded in the FY11 social services
contracts are included in the recommendations for FY12 (with the exception of child
care quality), there are some differences in how services will be provided.

Mental Health
Contracts with the sole or primary purpose being mental health treatment were not
recommended for funding.
Mental health services, including counseling, are woven into more comprehensive
programs where they are integral to the other services the individual and/or family
needs.
Recommended proposals that would be providing mental health services include:
LifeWorks, SafePlace, Caritas -- Best Single Source Plus, Easter Seals of Central
Texas - Intrastructure Program, Family Eldercare, Communities in Schools & Pebble
Project, Goodwill Industries (through partners), and YWCA
» Note: The City currently has an interlocal agreement with A/TC MHMR DBA
Integral Care (the Main), however that agreement does not include mental
health service provision. The contract deliverables are annual reports and an
annual community assessment of mental health. MHMR submitted a proposal
for the Main that was not recommended for funding.

Substance Abuse
Contracts with the sole or primary purpose being substance abuse treatment were not
recommended for funding.
Substance abuse prevention and intervention services are woven into programs where
they are integral to the other service the individual and/or family needs.
Recommended proposals include: LifeWorks and Caritas of Austin — MyPlace
Transitional Housing
» Note: The City currently has an interlocal agreement with A/TC MHMR DBA
Integral Care (SAMSO) to serve as a managed care provider for homeless
individuals with substance abuse treatment needs. The contract deliverables are
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services for 344 unduplicated adult clients. MHMR submitted a proposal for the
SAMSO that was not recommended for funding.

Child Care Quality
None of the proposals offering child care quality services were recommended for
funding.

Child Abuse Services

The Center for Child Protection is not recommended for funding under the RFP. Their
services center around child abuse investigation and child abuse recovery. They
receive funding from APD and are partnered with area law enforcement agencies and
Child Protective Services.

LifeWorks and Communities in Schools provide child abuse related services
(prevention and intervention) under the proposals recommended for funding.

After School Services

Contracts with the sole or primary purpose being after school care are not
recommended for funding.

After school services are woven into the overall SafePlace program along with the
other services needed by children and youth who are victims (or witnesses).

Spread sheet assumptions & notations

1) HUD Safe Haven grant insures that a homeless person has a safe living environment. Safe Haven’s goal is to ensure a safe and accepting living
environment while providing qualified staff to instill trust, and guide the resident to review the choices in his or her life. It is client driven and no one will be
expelled for not working fast enough. Safe Haven offers semi-private rooms for up to 16 people per day.

2) PATH grant supports Homeless outreach. PATH/ACCESS provides outreach to areas where homeless, disenfranchised individuals may be, and
attempt to engage them in an honest, helpful relationship on which to base a client directed and controlled plan to change the individual’s life situation.
Program staff includes a certified medical assistant and two psychiatrists who participate in the formulation and implementation of the individual’s plan.
The program goal is to successfully link the individual to established “mainstream” service delivery systems. The ACCESS process can take as little as
one meeting or require years before a successful transition can be accomplished.

3) Early Childhood Intervention grant supports a number of “Wrap Around Service Model” programs that serve families with children who have a mental
retardation or developmental disability diagnosis. The ATCMHMR Early Childhood Intervention Program is known as The Infant Parent Program, and it
provides services to families within a designated zip code area who have children (birth to age 3) who have a developmental delay, a medically diagnosed
physical or mental condition that has a high probability in resulting in a developmental delay, or exhibit atypical development. The family is the main focus
of all services. Services are provided within the family’s natural, everyday routines and environments.

4) General Revenue- Department Aging Disability Services (DADS)- supports a number of state contracted services including “Wrap Around Service
Model” programs .

5) General Revenue —-DSHS/ MH Block grant- supports state contracted services including “Wrap Around Service Model” programs.

SUBJECT: Social Service Contracts and Anti-lobbying Ordinance

I write to address questions that have come up concerning the interplay between the City’s recent
Request for Proposals (RFP) for social service contracts and the City’s anti-lobbying ordinance.
As you know, the City’s anti-lobbying ordinance has been in place since December 2007, and it
applies to city solicitations. It applies to the current solicitation for social services contracts.

The authorized contact person in the Purchasing Office, for this RFP is Wilbur Jones. He has
consistently advised respondents to this RFP that the anti-lobbying ordinance applies. If a
respondent has questions regarding this matter, Wilbur Jones is the person to contact.

I have attached a copy of the anti-lobbying ordinance, and a copy of the Purchasing Office’s
Rules for enforcing the ordinance. Please feel free to share those documents, and this memo,
with any member of the public.

The no-contact period for this solicitation began the date of the issuance of this RFP (October
11, 2010), and will continue until one of the following conditions exists: a) all contracts are
executed; b) the City withdraws the solicitation and reissues the same or similar solicitation,
which then results in the execution of contract(s); or c) the sixtieth day after the date that the
solicitation is withdrawn without subsequent reissue; or d) the day that all responses are rejected
and the solicitation is officially cancelled.

Specific questions

Who is a Respondent?

A respondent is the person or entity that submits a bid or proposal to a City solicitation. A
respondent also includes: (a) “an owner, officer, employee, contractor, lobbyist, subsidiary, joint
enterprise, partnership, or other representative of a respondent and





(b) a person or representative of a person that is involved in a joint venture with the respondent,
or a subcontractor in connection with the respondent’s response...

What is prohibited?

Respondents cannot make a representation to a member of City Council, a member of a city
board, or any other official, employee, or agent for the City. The only representation allowed is
to the authorized contact person.

What is a representation?
A communication, related to a response to a solicitation, which

(a) provides information about the response;

(b) advances the interests of the respondent

(c) discredits the response of any other respondent

(d) encourages the City to withdraw the solicitation;

(e) encourages the City to reject all of the responses; or
(F) conveys a complaint about a particular solicitation.

If a respondent wants to do any of the things listed above, the respondent should contact the
authorized contact person. The authorized contact person will follow the procedures set out in
the ordinance. (Section 2-7-104).

The exceptions to the restriction on representations is set out in Section 2-7-103 (E) of the

Ordinance. Section 2-7-103 (E) (6) specifically allows a respondent to make a presentation in a
public meeting held under the Texas Open Meetings Act.

Summary

The purpose of the ordinance is to make sure that the playing field is level and that all
respondents have the same opportunity to present information.

Respondent includes a representative of a respondent.

It doesn't matter who initiates a prohibited contact.

Respondents have the opportunity talk to the full council at council meetings.

Neither the City nor the communities that need the social services will be well served if a
solicitation is decided on the basis of disqualification rather than the merits of the proposals. As

such, everyone should be mindful the requirements of the anti-lobbying ordinance because the
penalty for a violation is disqualification.





ORDINANCE NO. 20071206-045

AN ORDINANCE ADDING A NEW ARTICLE 6 TO CHAPTER 2-7 OF THE
CITY CODE RELATING TO ANTI-LOBBYING AND PROCUREMENT,

BE IT ORDAINED BY THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF AUSTIN:

PART 1. Chapter 2-7 is amended to add a new article 6 to read:

ARTICLE 6. ANTI-LOBBYING AND PROCUREMENT.
§ 2-7-101 DEFINITIONS.

In this article:

(1) AUTHORIZED CONTACT PERSON means the person designated in a

City solicitation as the contact for questions and comments regarding the
solicitation.

(2) NO-CONTACT PERIOD means the period of time from the date of
issuance of the solicitation until a contract is executed. If the City
withdraws the solicitation or rejects all responses with the stated
intention to reissue the same or similar solicitation for the same or
similar project, the no-contact period continues during the time period
between the withdrawal and reissue.

(3) RESPONSE means a response to a solicitation and includes a bid, a
quote, a request for proposal response or a statement of qualifications.

(4) RESPONDENT means a person responding to a City solicitation
including a bidder, a quoter, responder, or a proposer. The term
“respondent” also includes:

(a) an owner, officer, employee, contractor, lobbyist, subsidiary, joint
enterprise, partnership, or other representative of a respondent;

(b) a person or representative of a person that is involved in a joint
venture with the respondent, or a subcontactor in connection with
the respondent’s response; and

(c) arespondent who has withdrawn a response or who has had a
response rejected or disqualified by the City.

(5) REPRESENTATION means a communication related to a response to a
council member, official, employee, or agent of the City which:
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(6) SOLICITATION includes an invitation for bids, a request for proposals

(a) provides information about the response;

(b) advances the interests of the respondent;

(¢) discredits the response of any other respondent;

(d) encourages the City to withdraw the solicitation;
(e) encourages the City to reject all of the responses; or

(f) conveys a complaint about a particular solicitation.

a request for quotations, and a request for qualifications.

§2-7-102 FINDINGS; PURPOSE.

(A) The Council finds that it is in the City’s interest:

(1) to provide the most fair, equitable, and competitive process possible
for selection among potential vendors in order to acquire the best and
most competitive goods and services; and

(2) to further compliance with State law procurement requirements.

(B) The Council intends that:

(1) each response is considered on the same basis as all others; and

(2) respondents have equal access to information regarding a
solicitation, and the same opportunity to present information
regarding the solicitation for consideration by the City.

§2-7-103 RESTRICTION ON CONTACTS.

(A) During a no-contact period, a respondent shall make a representation

(B)

only through the authorized contact person.

If during the no-contact period, a respondent makes a representation to a
member of the City Council, a member of a City board, or any other
official, employee, or agent of the City, other than to the authorized
contact person for the solicitation, the respondent’s response is
disqualified from further consideration except as permitted in this
article. This prohibition also applies to a vendor that makes a
representation and then becomes a respondent.

The prohibition of a representation during the no-contact period applies
to a representation initiated by a respondent, and to a representation
made in response to a communication initiated by a member of the City
Council, member of a City board, or any other official, employee, or
agent of the City other than the authorized contact person.

If the City withdraws a solicitation or rejects all responses with a stated
intention to reissue the same or similar solicitation for the same or
similar project, the no-contact period shall expire after the sixtieth day
after the date the solicitation is withdrawn or all responses are rejected if
the solicitation has not been reissued during the sixty day period.

This section does not apply to a representation:

(1) made at a meeting convened by the authorized contact person to
evaluate responses;

(2) required by Financial Services Department protest procedures for
vendors;

(3) made at a Financial Services Department protest hearing;

(4) provided to the Small & Minority Business Resources Department in
order to obtain compliance with Chapter 2-9 (Minority-Owned and
Female Owned Business Enterprise Procurement Program);

(5) made to the City Risk Management coordinator about insurance
requirements for a solicitation; and

(6) made in public at a meeting held under the Texas Open Meetings
Act.

§2-7-104 PERMITTED REPRESENTATIONS.

If a respondent seeks to make a representation to a City official,
employee, or agent during the no-contact period, the respondent shall
submit the representation in writing only to the authorized contact
person. The authorized contact person shall distribute the written
representation in accordance with the terms of the particular solicitation.
This subsection does not permit a respondent to amend or add
information to a response after the response deadline.

If a respondent seeks to make a complaint about a particular solicitation
to a member of the City Council or a member of a City board, the
respondent should include the complaint in his written representation to
the authorized contact person. The authorized contact person shall
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distribute the complaint to members of the City Council or members of
the City board, to the Director of the Department that issued the
solicitation, and to all respondents of the particular solicitation.

(C) If a respondent makes a written inquiry regarding a solicitation, the
authorized contact person shall provide a written answer to the inquiry
and distribute the inquiry and answer to all respondents of the particular
solicitation.

(D) If a respondent is unable to obtain a response from the authorized contact
person, the respondent may contact the Director of the Public Works
Department or Purchasing Officer as appropriate.

§2-7-105 NOTICE.

(A) An employee preparing a solicitation shall include a notice in the
solicitation that advises respondents of the requirements of this article,
including a notice that f any official, employee or agent of the City,
other than the authorized contact person, approaches a respondent for
response or solicitation information during the no-contact period, the
respondent is at jeopardy if he or she makes any representation in
response., ‘

(B) When a solicitation is issued that requires Council action, the authorized
contact person for that solicitation shall notify in writing each City
Council member that the no-contact period for that solicitation is in
effect.

(C) When a solicitation is issued that will be reviewed by a City board, the
authorized contact person for that solicitation shall notify in writing each
member of the board that the no-contact period for that solicitation is in
effect.

§2-7-106 DISCLOSURE OF PROHIBITED REPRESENTATION.

(A) If a City official or employee receives a representation during the no-
contact period for a solicitation, the City official or employee shall
notify in writing the authorized contact person for that solicitation as
soon as practicable. Notification to the authorized contact person must
be made using a form prescribed by the City and include any supporting
documentation.

(B) During the no-contact period, a City employee, except for the authorized
contact person, shall not solicit a representation from a respondent.

§2-7-107 ENFORCEMENT.

(A) If the authorized contact person for a solicitation finds that a respondent
has made a prohibited representation during the no-contact period, the
authorized contact person shall document his findings in a report and
disqualify the respondent.

(B) The Financial Services Department and Public Works Department shall
adopt rules to administer and enforce this article. The rules must
include the provision of written notice of disqualification to the
respondent, and a process to protest a disqualification.

§ 2-7-108 CONTRACT VOIDABLE.

If a contract is awarded to a respondent who has violated this article, the contract is
voidable by the City.

§2-7-109 DEBARMENT.

(A) If a respondent violates this article more than once in a three year
period, the Purchasing Officer shall debar a respondent from the sale of
goods or services to the City for a period not to exceed three years,
provided the respondent is given written notice and a hearing in
advance of the debarment.

(B) The Financial Services Department shall adopt rules to administer and
enforce this section. The rules must include a hearing process with
written notice to the respondent.

§2-7-110 NO CRIMINAL PENALTY.
Section [-1-99 does not apply to this article.

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Enforcement of the Anti-Lobbying Ordinance
by the Purchasing Office

This rule is adopted under the authority of City Code Chapter 2-7, Article 6
and the Purchasing Officer.

1. DEFINITIONS

Words in this rule have the meanings they have in Article 6 of Chapter 2-
7 of the City Code.

2. NOTICE OF A DISQUALIFICATION OR POSSIBLE
DEBARMENT

a. If an authorized contact person disqualifies a respondent under
Article 6 of Chapter 2-7 of the City Code, the authorized
contact person shall provide written notice to the respondent
that includes:

1. a statement that the respondent is disqualified and the
identifying number of the solicitation from which the
respondent is disqualified;

ii. a description of the prohibited representation that is the
reason for the disqualification;

iii. a description of the respondent's opportunity to protest;
and

iv. acopy of this rule.

b. Before a respondent is debarred under Article 6 of Chapter 2-7
of the City Code, the Purchasing Officer shall provide written
notice and an opportunity for a hearing to the respondent. The
notice to the respondent shall include:

i. astatement that the respondent is disqualified and the
identifying number of the solicitation from which the
respondent is disqualified;

ii. a description of the facts that are the reason for
debarment;

iii. a description of the respondent's opportunity to protest;
and

1v. a copy of this rule.
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3. OPPORTUNITY TO PROTEST
This section applies to notice procedures for a respondent to protest
disqualification or possible debarment.

a. The Purchasing Officer has the authority to settle or resolve a
protest of a disqualification or possible debarment under Article 6
of Chapter 2-7 of the City Code. The Purchasing Officer's
decision is final.

b. If a disqualified respondent fails to comply with this rule, the
Purchasing Officer shall dismiss the respondent's protest.

¢. A respondent shall file a written notice of the respondent's protest
with the Purchasing Officer. The notice must be actually received
by the Purchasing Officer no later than the fourth business day
after the date that the respondent receives notice of the
disqualification or possible debarment. If the respondent does not
file a timely notice of the protest, the respondent waives the right
to protest the disqualification or debarment.

d. A notice of a respondent's protest must be concise and presented
logically and factually. The notice must include-

i. the respondent's name, address, telephone, and fax
number;
ii. the identifying number of the solicitation number; and
iii. a detailed statement of the factual grounds for the protest,
including copies of any relevant documents.

4. HEARING
This section applies to hearing procedures for a respondent to protest
disqualification or possible debarment.

" a. When the Purchasing Officer receives a timely written protest,
the Purchasing Officer shall determine whether the grounds
for the protest are sufficient.

b. If the Purchasing Officer decides that the grounds are
sufficient, the Purchasing Office will schedule a protest
hearing. If practicable the Purchasing Officer should schedule
the hearing within five (5) business days.

. 1f the Purchasing Officer determines that the grounds of a
protest are insufficient, the Purchasing Officer shall notify the
respondent of that decision in writing,

. A protest hearing is informal and is not subject to the Open
Meetings Act.

. The purpose of the hearing is to give a disqualified respondent
a chance to present the respondent's case; it is not an
adversarial proceeding.

The following individuals from the City may attend the
hearing:

1. representatives from the department that requested the
solicitation or purchase;
ii. the Law Department;
itl. the Purchasing Office; and
iv. other appropriate City staff as determined by the
Purchasing Officer.

. The respondent may bring to the hearing a representative or
anyone else that will present information to support the
factual grounds for the respondent's protest.

. The Purchasing Officer may appoint an independent hearing
examiner to conduct the hearing and to provide a written
decision on the protest.

If the Purchasing Officer appoints an independent hearing
examiner to conduct the hearing,

L. the independent hearing examiner shall provide a written
hearing decision to the Purchasing Officer and
respondent no later than five business days after the date
of the hearing;

il. the Purchasing Officer shall determine on the basis of the
written hearing decision whether to maintain or deny the
decision no later than the 15th business day after the date
of the hearing; and

il the Purchasing Officer shall send a written notice of his
decision fo the respondent no later than five business
days after the date of the decision.

. If the Purchasing Officer conducts the hearing, the

Purchasing Officer shall:

i. make a decision no later than the 15th business day after
the date of the hearing; and

ii. shall send a written notice of the Purchasing Officer’s
decision to the respondent no later than five business
days after the date of the decision.

. The Purchasing Officer’s decision on a hearing or a written
hearing decision is final.

When a protest is filed, the City usually will not make an
award until a decision on the protest is made. However, the
City will not delay an award if the City Manager or the
Purchasing Officer determines that:

i.  the City urgently requires the goods, supplies, or
services to be purchased; or )

1. failure to make an award promptly will unduly delay
delivery or performance.

. In the instances described under item I, the Purchasing
Officer shall notify the respondent and make every reasonable
effort to resolve the protest before the award.
