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Barrington School Park is a shared facility of PARD
and Austin ISD.

The
neighborhood planning team looks forward to
the opportunity for a complete discussion with all
interested parties as far as the park's ongoing
operations and future improvements. Barrington
Park is well-designed to provide distinct
recreation areas for many different park users.
Smaller children and young families picnic and
use the playscapes near the existing water
fountains. Older children play soccer on the open
area at the west of the park and youths use the
multipurpose court for basketball. Each of these
groups can move into the picnic area to reach the
drinking fountains there. However, by far the
largest number of park users are adults, mostly
men, on the track, exercise equipment, and
especially the soccer field. The new drinking
fountains are intended to provide water for this
group, more in their own area of the park. We
are imagining that the exact placement of the
new drinking fountains will be determined after
considering the location of water lines. We
anticipate that this means the new fountains
would be located near the north wall of the
school building. They might be near the entrance
from the Slayton Dr. parking lot, midway the
building near the bleachers, or closer to the
northwest corner. If it were possible to provide a
drinking fountain somewhere on the north edge
of the park, where it would be available to Capital
Metro users walking from the heavily used North
Lamar/Rundberg stops that would be a
tremendous asset to the neighborhood. With a
MetroRapid stop scheduled to begin service at
this intersection in 2012, the number of
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pedestrians along the perimeter of Barrington
Park will be increasing.
