1. For each project, Design Engineer shall submit to Austin Water Utility deflection calculations based upon
actual installation conditions as required by Sec. 317 of TCEQ rules. Installations will be considered for
approval on a case-by-case basis.

2. For pipe larger than 24" diameter, manufacturer must provide one of the following with each PROJECT
submittal: a) evidence of current ISO registration, b) evidence of current Austin Water Utility-approved quality
control program, or c) name and qualifications of independent, third party firm that will test and inspect pipe
produced for City of Austin, as per Standard Specification Item 510.

3. Deflection testing is required and shall be conducted after final backfill has been in place at least 30 days. A
rigid mandrel shall be used. Mandrel sizes are as follows:
